Bible Assignment – Week 11							Name:

In Hebrews 5: 7-8, the writer speaks of Jesus crying out vehemently to Him who was able to save Him from death, referencing His prayers in the Garden of Gethsemane.   Read Mark 14: 32-36 and Luke 22:41-44.  There is a song on the radio today that says “We all want love, We all want honor, Nobody wants to pay the asking price.”  But imagine Jesus, knowing that He was the asking price.  No other sacrifice would do, no amount of money was sufficient to purchase you.  He knew what agony awaited him, but He was willing to be obedient, even to the point of death, as Paul writes in Phillippians.
